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The Nahom Berhane Scholarship for Leadership and Inclusion
Mandate, Policy and Application Forms
Mandate 
The Nahom Berhane Scholarship for Leadership and Inclusion recognizes youth who have a proven track record of volunteerism, community service and leadership in the GTA. The scholarship is given at any level in post-secondary institutions such as colleges, universities, and accredited trades schools and certificate programs. Applicants must be in-process/accepted to a Canadian institution for the upcoming year. Disbursement of the scholarship will be paid directly to the school to help cover the cost of registration, to a maximum of $3,000. Application is required. 
Policies and Procedures

1. Application

1.1 Applicants are responsible for complying with the Scholarships Policies and Procedures outlined in this document.
1.2 Applicants are responsible for submitting their scholarship application on or before the application deadline set by the Scholarship Selection Committee. The date may vary year over year. 
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Applicants will be considered for a Scholarship based on the following criteria. The Applicant must meet the following criteria:
i) Must be 30 years old or younger by December 31, 2018;  

ii) Be living in the GTA for at least two years;

iii) Be enrolled in a course of study leading to a first degree/diploma, license and certificate program. Overseas post –secondary graduate considered a degree;
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Be enrolled or in the process of enrolling to a Canadian college, university, trade or other institution for the upcoming year on a fulltime basis (as defined by the school); 
v) Scholarship recipients must, as of April 30th 2018, have satisfactory academic standing as defined by the school. 

vi) Have a proven track record of volunteerism, community service and leadership in the community. Applicants must provide two letters from community officials/leaders from various community groups or organisations detailing their community service;
vii) Be Canadian citizens or have permanent residence status. 
1.4 Priority will be given to applicants:
i) Who demonstrate financial assistance is required
ii) From single-parent families

iii) From newcomer families
iv) From first or second generation families
1.5 Applicants have to disclose any real or perceived conflict of interest. This could include family members or relatives of Access Alliance MHCS Staff and/or Board members, and members of the Nahom Berhane Scholarship Fund steering committee, fundraising committee or application reviewing Committee. 
2. Scholarship Recipient Selection and Scholarship Announcement

2.1 Scholarship Recipients will be selected and informed by phone, e-mail or mail by the Scholarship Selection Committee on or before July 15th, 2018.

2.2 Scholarship Recipients are expected to attend the official presentation of the scholarship in August.
3. Scholarship Recipient Responsibilities
3.1 Scholarship recipients will have the value of their scholarship applied directly to the school fees prior to the start of the academic year. Funds are tenable upon confirmation of enrolment in the following academic year. If, after payment of registrations fees, money from the scholarship remains, these funds will be used to help cover the costs of books/school supplies required by the institution for the course, or to cover fees for the second semester of that year’s program. 

3.2 Required to submit a thank-you letter, addressed to the donor(s), to the Scholarship Selection Committee for distribution within the first 60 days of being selected as a scholarship recipient.

3.3 Scholarship recipients are required to write two update messages (500 words maximum) that address their progress in school. 
3.4 Recipients may defer enrollment in an Approved School for up to one year, or they may interrupt their studies for up to one year, on one occasion only. Reinstatement of the Scholarship will be conditional on reacceptance at an Approved School. Recipients who fail to return to school after one year deferment or who drop out of school will forfeit the Scholarship.
3.5 Scholarship recipients, who are not accepted to a post-secondary institution, withdraw from studies or drop classes may have their scholarship deferred or rescinded and reallocated to another scholarship applicant. Decisions will be made by the Scholarship Selection Committee.
4. Terms and Conditions:
4.1 Access Alliance MHCS reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to modify, amend or cancel the Nahom Berhane Scholarship for Leadership and Inclusion (the “Scholarship”) at any time without notice, and to decide all questions respecting the awarding of Scholarships, and the administration of the terms and conditions of the Scholarship.
4.2 By submitting an Application, the Applicant authorizes Access Alliance MHCS, the Scholarship judges and their respective representatives to collect, use, store and confirm information about the Applicant, provided on the Application submitted (including references) to those who need to know such information for the purposes of administering and promoting the Program. The selection committee will use the information only for the purposes of evaluating the Application.
4.3 All Recipients will be required to sign a Declaration and Release which will entitle Access Alliance MHCS to use the Recipient’s name, city and province of residence, and photograph, without further compensation for any publicity carried out by Access Alliance MHCS with respect to the Program.

4.4 A Scholarship may be terminated at any time by Access Alliance MHCS, upon the occurrence of any behavior on the part of the Recipient, that Access Alliance MHCS, in its sole discretion, deems inappropriate, including but not limited to any misconduct in the workplace (during summer employment) that may result in termination “for cause”.
4.5 All Recipients must inform themselves as to the tax consequences of receiving the Scholarship.

Before mailing your application, ensure that it contains all these documents in the following order:
· This application form, fully completed and signed

· Work resume

· A most recent official transcript of your academic record

· Personal Statement (up to 1 page)

· A biography including your professional and academic goals, achievements and/or work experience, your vision for your future and how this scholarship will impact you. 

· An essay of up to 600 words by you describing your community leadership. Tell us:

· A brief description of the range of your community activities, as it relates to your career. 
· How long you have been involved and why you got involved in community leadership, 

· How your involvement shows leadership and inclusion 
· Describe how your actions benefit your community. 
· Financial Statement (up to 1 page)

· Fill in the budget form attached. 

· Submit a written statement outlining your current financial need and how this scholarship award will address your need and help you reach your personal and academic goals. Please also state how you are trying to prepare financially for school or identify other financial resources that are available to you. 

· A letter of recommendation from your school, written and signed by a senior official, such as your principal, guidance counselor, teacher or professor. Include a phone number where this person can be contacted. 

· Two letters of support or confirmation written and signed from the community group, groups or individuals who have been the focus of the community leadership involvement on which this application is based. Include phone numbers where these persons can be contacted. 

If there are exceptional circumstances whereby any of these three letters cannot be provided, you may include a letter detailing those special circumstances
No other material will be presented to the selection committee. Materials cannot be returned. Please retain a copy of this application for your records. 

Deadline: All applications and supporting documents must be received no later than April 6, 2018 by 5 pm.  No applications will be accepted after the deadline regardless of the postmark or email.
